DESCRIPTION

A Saugatuck City
Sheriff Deputy will investigate. If the Deputy can confirm a vehicle is in violation of the 3-hour

limit, a $25 parking citation will be issued per City Ordinance.

ORDINANCE 70.09 TIME ZONES

Parking on both sides of Butler Street between the Kalamazoo River on the south end to Main
Street on the north end; and both sides of Culver Street from Butler Street on the west end to 350
feet east of Griffith Street on the east end shall be restricted to 3-hour parking.
