SUBJECT: Explanation of Paid Time off Policy

I’ve been asked to explain our PTO policy in layman’s language.

The current Personnel Policy was adopted effective October 15, 2019 and combines sick, personal, and
vacation leaves into one bucket of paid time off (PTO). Depending upon their years of service, each pay-
period an employee is credited a certain number of hours.

For example, a new non-contract employee is credited 6.15 hours per pay period (bi-weekly) during their
first year of employment. Over the year they will earn 160 hours of PTO. It may seem like a lot at first
glance but it is actually pretty standard. It would equate to 12 sick days, 3 personal days, and 1 week
vacation in a more traditional paid time off policy.

As the years of service go up, so does the PTO. With at least 1 year of service but less than five, an
additional 40 hours of PTO is earned; at least 5 years but less than 11, another 40. After 11 years the
employee tops out at 280 hours of annual PTO. If in a traditional plan, the top out would equate to 12
sick days, 3 personal days, and 4 weeks’ vacation.

Employees may carry over % of their unused PTO until they reach their maximum accrual. They forfeit
the other half. When they reach the maximum, any PTO credited but not used is cashed out prior to the
second pay period in December at the employee’s current base rate of pay. This brings them back down
to the maximum accrual.

An employee hired before December 31, 2007 has until their anniversary date in 2024 to use their accrued
PTO or it will be cashed out at their current base rate of pay. Their PTO maximum will then be set at
current policy.

The table below shows the current accrued but unused PTO and its current value for all full-time
employees.

Fish Shanty Restoration Project, September 2020

The Saugatuck Douglas History Center (SDHC) has helped save an important artifact of the
area’s maritime heritage. One of the last remaining commercial fishing shanties from
Saugatuck’s fishing industry heyday was threatened by the rising waters of the Kalamazoo River.
So in September of 2020, with the help of business owner Sean Steele, the shanty was raised
from its foundations at 720 Water Street and moved to storage. There it awaits assessment,
restoration, and ultimately placement onto a site where its history may be shared with the
community and visitors.

SDHC’s Vision:

e Preserve this authentic historic structure
e Inspire learning about Saugatuck-Douglas maritime history and environment
e Improve our communities through education and tourism opportunities

Our vision is to restore the fishing shanty for use as an interpretive display to inform the
community and visitors of the fishing history of the area. We would also hope to leverage the
shanty and its placement to raise awareness of SDHC’s other museum facilities and educational
activities and--to the extent possible--encourage related public or private sector efforts to
showcase our maritime heritage. This vision is consistent with the SDHC’s mission to preserve
local history and inspire learning to inform and improve our community.

The project requires placing the shanty on an appropriate site, restoring the building, and

developing interpretive displays using historical artifacts, photos, and written or oral accounts of
the shanty and of recreational and commercial fishing in the area generally.
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Considerations for Site Locations and Restoration Efforts

Several community stakeholders have expressed interest in placement of the shanty on various
public and private stakeholder sites. SDHC staff and volunteers are exploring these and other
potential sites. Some initial factors we will consider in selecting a site and making restoration
decisions include the following:

Is the site on or near the water? (Setting helps this building tell its story.)

Does the site currently have or could it generate foot traffic?

Does the site present opportunities to generate revenue for SDHC, such as through on-site
sales of its publications or merchandise, or events, such as fish frys or fishing lessons for
children?

Does the site present opportunities for other public or private efforts to promote local
fishing and other maritime activities? (For example: a bait and tackle shop, a fish
cleaning station, fishing charters, smoked fish sales, etc.)

What resources are site stakeholders willing to offer?

What is the best partnership model, including what degree of ownership and control will
ultimately reside with SDHC vs. a site stakeholder?

Initial Steps and Volunteer Opportunities

A committee within the SDHC has convened to coordinate this effort. Members consist of Eric
Gollannek, SDHC Executive Director; John Kerr, board member; and SDHC members Vic
Bella, Julie Bizzis, Randy Dirosa, and John Mayer.

1.

We will identify potential sites and develop site selection criteria, using the
considerations for site location and restoration efforts above as a starting point. We will
also solicit input on sites, selection criteria, funding opportunities, and general restoration
issues within SDHC and from multiple community stakeholders.

We will assess the structural integrity of the shanty and determine the restoration efforts
needed.

We will research the story of this shanty and of local commercial and recreational fishing
and thereby establish a historic context for maritime history in Saugatuck-Douglas. This
will include review of SDHC collections, interviews of community members with
relevant local knowledge, and reading historical publications on regional Great Lakes
history. We will also seek materials and artifacts from the Demerest family (who owned
the shanty) and others pertaining to the history of the last commercial fishing enterprise
in Saugatuck.

As the project progresses, additional work streams will be initiated and additional volunteers will
be sought.

SUBJECT: Schedule of Fees Amendment

DESCRIPTION

The Saugatuck Township Fire District Fire Board has requested that the communities within the
Fire District amend their fee schedules to include a fee for appealing the International Fire Code
(IFC) to the Fire District Board of Appeals.

DISCUSSION

The City of Saugatuck, some years ago, adopted the International Fire Code (IFC). In March of
2018 the Code was amended to provide for an IFC Board of Appeals. The purpose was to provide
an objective forum for settling disputes regarding the application or interpretation of code
requirements. At that time, the fee for a hearing by the Board of Appeals was set at $400.

As you’ll read in the attached request from Chief Janik, the District has experienced costs much
greater than the current fee for builder/developer appeals. The Fire District Fire Board recommends
the City adopt a fee structure that provides for recovering the costs of these larger development
appeals.

The attached Schedule of Fees keeps the fee at $400 for a principal residence. The fee for a
builder or developer (non-primary residence) is set at $1,000. In addition to the Board of
Appeals fee, a non-principal residence would be required to establish an escrow account in the
amount of $1,000. The Fire Board may use the escrow funds to retain a planning consultant,
experts, attorneys or similar. In the event the escrow drops to $250, the applicant shall replenish
the escrow to the original amount of $1,000. Any escrow balance remaining when the appeal is
completed shall be returned to the applicant.

If approved, the changes in the City of Saugatuck — Schedule of Fees would take effect
immediately.

SUBIJECT: International Fire Code Board of Appeals Fee Revision Recommen-
dation

DESCRIPTION:

The Fire District Fire Board has evaluated the International Fire Code (IFC)
Board of Appeals (BOA) fee schedule and determined the current fee of
S400 to be inadequate. The Fire District has experienced extraordinary costs
associated with just two appeals since adoption of the IFC approximately 19
years ago. The two appeals have resulted in over $28,245.00 in legal fees
and wage expenses for Saugatuck Township Fire District.

REQUEST:
The Fire District Fire Board would like to recommend the City of Saugatuck
adopt the following BOA fee structure.

1. The Board of Appeal fee for a homeowner appealing the IFC for
his/her primary residence shall be $400.

2. The Board of Appeal fee for a builder or developer, (any person or en-
tity not appealing a primary residence), shall be $1,000.
In addition to the set fee of $1,000 for a builder or developer, (any
person or entity not appealing a primary residence), the applicant shall
be required to pay the amount of $1,000 as an escrow fee to be held
by Saugatuck Township Fire District. The Fire Board may use the es-
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crow funds to retain a planning consultant, experts, attorneys or simi-
lar. In the event the escrow drops to $250, the applicant shall replen-
ish the escrow to the original amount of $1,000. Any escrow balance

remaining when the appeal is completed shall be returned to the ap-
plicant.

LEGAL REVIEW:

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150.01 FIRE PREVENTION CODE ADOPTED.

(A) Adoption of Code. Pursuant to authority granted by Section 3(k) of the Home Rule Cities
Act, Michigan Public Act 279 of 1909, being M.C.L.A. §§ 117.1 et seq., as amended, the
International Fire Code, 2015 Edition (the “Code”), including all appendices, except Appendix A,
as published by the International Code Council, a copy of which is on file in the office of the City
Clerk, is adopted as the Fire Code of the City of Saugatuck and all of the regulations,
provisions, terms, conditions and penalties of the Code are hereby adopted and made a part
hereof, as if fully set out in this ordinance, together with any additions, deletions and changes
stated in this section.

(B) Revisions in text of code.
(1) Section 101.1 of the Code is amended to insert “the City of Saugatuck”.
(2) Section 103.2 of the Code is amended to read in its entirety as follows:

103.2 Appointment. As used in this code, the term ‘fire code official’ shall refer to the Fire
Chief of the Saugatuck Township Fire District, or such other individual as the City Council of the
City of Saugatuck may from time to time appoint by resolution.

(3) Section 108 of the Code is amended to read in its entirety as follows:

108.1 Board of appeals established. In order to hear and decide appeals of orders,
decisions or determinations made by the fire code official relative to the application and
interpretation of this code, there is hereby created a board of appeals comprised of three (3)
members of the Fire Administrative Board. Elected or non-elected officials may be appointed to
serve as members of the board of appeals in any capacity. Each jurisdiction which is a
constituent member of the Saugatuck Township Fire District shall appoint one (1) regular
member to the board of appeals consistent with this code. Each jurisdiction shall also appoint
one (1) alternate member who will be called to serve in the absence or disqualification of the
jurisdiction's regular member. Members appointed to the board of appeals shall serve at the
pleasure of the appointing jurisdiction's governing body; provided, however, that a board of
appeals member must also be a member of the Fire Administrative Board. The fire code official
shall be an ex officio member of the board of appeals but shall have no vote on any matter
before the board. The board of appeals shall adopt rules of procedure for conducting its
business, and shall render all decisions and findings in writing to the appellant with a duplicate
copy to the fire code official.

108.2 Limitations on authority. An application for appeal shall be based on a claim that the
intent of this code or the rules legally adopted hereunder have been incorrectly interpreted, the
provisions of this code do not fully apply, or an equivalent method of protection or safety is
proposed. The board shall have no authority to waive the requirements of this code.

108.3 Quialifications. The board of appeals shall consist of members who are qualified by
experience and training to pass on matters pertaining to hazards of fire, explosions, hazardous
conditions or fire protection systems.

108.4 Meetings. The board shall meet at regular intervals, to be determined by the
chairman. In any event, the board shall meet within 10 days after notice of appeal has been
received.

108.5 Decisions. Every decision shall be promptly filed in writing in the office of the fire
code official and shall be open to public inspection. A certified copy shall be sent by mail or
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otherwise to the appellant, and a copy shall be kept publicly posted in the office of the fire code
official for two weeks after filing.

(4) Section 109.3.3 is amended to read in its entirety as follows:

109.3.3 Prosecution of violations. If the notice of violation is not complied with within the
time prescribed by the fire code official, the fire code official may proceed as follows:

(a) He may issue municipal civil infractions (directing alleged violators to appear in court)
or municipal civil infraction notices (directing alleged violators to appear at the municipal
ordinance violations bureau); or

(b) He may request that legal counsel for the City institute appropriate proceedings at law
or equity to restrain, correct or abate such violation or to require the removal or termination of
the unlawful use of a building or structure in violation of the provisions of this code or of the
order of direction made pursuant thereto.

(5) Section 109.4 of the Code is amended to read in its entirety as follows:

109.4 Violation Penalties. Except as provided by Michigan law, a violation of this Code is a
municipal civil infraction, for which the fine shall be not less than $250 for the first offense, not
less than $500 for a second offense and not more than $1,000 for a subsequent offense, in the
discretion of the court, in addition to all other costs, damages, attorneys fees and expenses.
Each day during which any violation continues shall be deemed a separate offense. The
foregoing penalties shall not prohibit the City from seeking injunctive relief against a violator or
such other appropriate relief as may be provided by law.

(6) Section 111.4 of the Code is amended to read in its entirety as follows:

111.4 Failure to comply. Any person who shall continue any work after having been
served with a stop work order, except such work as that person is directed to perform to remove
a violation or unsafe condition, shall be in violation of this Code. Such violation shall be a
municipal civil infraction in accordance with Section 109.3.

(7) Geographic limits. Sections 5704.2.9.6.1, 5706.2.4.4, 5806.2, and 6104.2 of the Code
are amended to state that the entire territory of the City of Saugatuck is the geographic area
within which the storage of the stated hazardous and flammable fluids, liquids and gases is
prohibited.

As a long time resident off Park Street and a daily cyclist on that street, | ask that Council consider making the safety
improvements proposed by the City engineers. | have long maintained that Park Street is dangerous to pedestrians and
cyclists and am aware that past efforts for improvement were abandoned due to excessive cost.

As the number of visitors to the area has steadily increased, the dangerous conditions on Park Street have escalated as
well. On many occasions | have been forced to the side of the road by motorists who try to pass quickly, then swerve
back into the right lane to avoid oncoming traffic. Large trucks or cars towing trailers or boats especially compound the
problem. With no shoulder at all in many locations, pedestrians are forced to walk in the roadway; a very dangerous
situation.

One of the engineer’s proposals, the most economical of the three, was for a widening of the shoulder on both sides to
3-5 feet. | believe this would be a vast improvement to the existing roadway from a safety standpoint. | think these
improvements are necessary and warranted before someone is badly hurt or killed.

Allow me this opportunity to introduce myself as a ten-year resident of Saugatuck, and a proud homeowner on
Park Street.

I would like to say that | was surprised to see the proposals to add a sidewalk and bike trail to Park Street in the
October 1, 2020 Commercial Record. While, | was aware of a planned repaving of the street, | was not aware of
such a dramatic change was being considered. Especially, such large-scale change without the Council Members or
Engineering consultants seeking input from the community.

In my opinion, part of the charm of living on Park Street is the vast greenspace, trees, wetland, and a sense of
adventure of following an old trail. And, while | agree the traffic to Oval Beach can be annoying about 90 days
during the summer; the rest of the year, is pretty- quiet.

The new electronic speed signs and increased County Sheriff patrolling have made a big impact this summer.

The plans as presented can certainly make a case that “The Cure is Worse than the Cause”, in my opinion as an
Architect the concepts might be appropriate for Blue Star Highway but not for a residential area. | feel that both
options “1” and “2” are over designed in scope and budget. Additionally, | believe that the focus to expand only on
the west side of the street will be more expensive than estimated due to the high-water table, wetland and dune
areas.

As you may be aware, it has been well documented by the Urban Land Institute that widening a street most often
increases incidents of vehicles speeding and accidents — which no one wants as an outcome.

I would like to propose that the council consider a much more conservative and equitable approach to the
improvements by modestly widening the road on each side of the street (like option “3”), installing more
electronic speed signs and increased policing during the summer months. This type of solution will maintain the
residential feel of our homes and provide a little more space to “Share the Road”. The money saved could then be
used for other municipal improvement projects that all residence can enjoy.

Should the Council move forward with bigger plans, | encourage you to commission a traffic study, add a
Landscape Architect to the planning team and seek input from the homeowners before finalizing the plans and
appropriating spending.

Type of calls are lopsided this month, EMS counts for 67% of our
volume, Motor Vehicle Incidents (MVI) are in the lower ranges, only 4
for September. Special Events ticked up 2 in September both around
Labor Day Weekend. Overlapping call are way down in September, 12
was the total.

Our fireboats have logged 18 calls to date for the season.

So far, Township and Douglas are at the same level, 35% compared to
Douglas (including Douglas Cove) 34% and Saugatuck City that list at
31%.

Our response time is slightly lower compared to previous years 5:36 for
September, 5:18 for the year. September showed 41 priority 1 and 2
calls.
