AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CODE OF THE CITY OF SAUGATUCK BY
ADDING A NEW CHAPTER 155, WHICH NEW CHAPTER 155 SHALL BE
DESIGNATED AS SECTIONS 155.01 THROUGH 155.17, CHAPTER 155, TITLE XV OF
SUCH CODE

The City of Saugatuck Ordains:

Section 1. Amendment of Code to Add Title XV. Chapter 155. Sections 155.01 through
155.17. That Title XV, Chapter 155, Sections 155.01 through 155.17, inclusive, is added to the

Code of the City of Saugatuck, entitled “Groundwater Protection,” to read as follows:
Sec. 155.01 PURPOSE

The City of Saugatuck has determined that certain groundwater underlying areas including
the City is, or may be in the future, the source of water supplied by the Kalamazoo Lake Sewer
and Water Authority. Groundwater aquifers are integrally connected with the surface water,
lakes and streams that constitute significant public health, recreational and economic resources
of the City and surrounding area. Spills and discharges of hazardous substances threaten the
quality of the groundwater supplies and other water related resources, posing potential public
health and safety hazards and threatening economic losses.

This chapter is intended to protect existing and potential groundwater supplies, aquifers, and
groundwater recharge areas of the sources of water supplied by the Kalamazoo Lake Sewer and
Water Authority.

Sec. 155.02 DEFINITIONS

For the purpose of this chapter, the following definitions shall apply unless the context
clearly indicates or requires a different meaning.

ABANDONED OPERATIONS: Any property that is unoccupied for at least thirty (30) days and
to which one or more of the following applies:
a. Is open to casual entry;

b. Has one or more windows boarded;

c. Has utilities disconnected;

d. Is unsafe for occupancy or the general public, or is a visual blight adversely aftecting the
general welfare of the area:

e. Is the subject ol indebtedness to the City for more than one year.
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Abandoned operations do not include a property that is actively listed by a licensed real
estate broker.

AQUIFER: A geological formation, group of formations, or part of a formation capable of
storing and yielding a significant amount of groundwater to wells and springs.

CHEMICAL ABSTRACT SERVICE (CAS) NUMBER: This is a unique number for every
chemical established by a Columbus, Ohio organization which indexes information published
in “Chemical Abstracts” by the American Chemical Society.

HAZARDOUS SUBSTANCE: A chemical or other material that is or may become injurious to
the public health, safety, or welfare, or to the environment. The term "hazardous substance"
includes, but is not limited to, any of the following which are stored or generated.

Hazardous Substances as defined in the Comprehensive Environmental Response,
Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA) of 1980, Public Law 96.510, 94 State. 2767,
Hazardous Waste as defined in Part 111 of the State of Michigan Natural Resources and
Environmental Protection Act, 1994 Public Act 451, as amended;

Regulated Substance as defined in Part 213 of the State of Michigan Natural Resources
and Environmental Protection Act, 1994 Public Act 451, as amended;

Hazardous Substance as defined in Part 201 of the State of Michigan Natural Resources
and Environmental Protection Act, 1994 Public Act 451, as amended;

Used oil;

Radiological materials.

POLLUTION INCIDENT PREVENTION PLAN (PIPP): A PIPP includes a polluting material
inventory, a site diagram depicting the locations of the polluting materials, emergency
response procedures, and secondary-containment details. Sites are subject to Michigan’s Part
5 Rules if they store oils and other polluting materials above established threshold
management quantities {TMQs), which are:

Salt in solid form at quantities of five (5) tons (10,000 pounds) or more.

Salt in liquid form at 1,000 gallons or more.

Petroleum products in an AST or container with a capacity of 660 gallons or greater or
an aggregate aboveground storage capacity of 1,320 gallons.

All other polluting materials specified in Part 5 that are used, stored, or otherwise
managed in a discrete outdoor location, with a total storage quantity of 200 kilograms
(kg) (440 pounds) or more.

All other polluting materials specified in Part 5 that are used, stored, or otherwise
maintained at a discrete indoor location, with a total storage quantity of 1,000 kg (2,200
pounds) or more.

PROPERLY PLUGGED ABANDONED WELL: A well that has been closed in accordance with
regulations and procedures of the Department of Environment Great Lakes and Energy
(EGLE) and the local Health Department. A properly plugged abandoned well requires a
permit to be brought back into service.
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SECONDARY CONTAINMENT: A second tank, catchment pit, pipe, or vessel that limits and
contains liquid or chemical leaking or leaching from a primary containment area; monitoring
and recovery are required.

SPILL PREVENTION CONTROL AND COUNTERMEASURE (SPCC) PLAN: As detailed in
40 CFR Part 112, sites are subject to the SPCC rules if (1) they store either more than 1,320
gallons of petroleum products aboveground and (2) they present a reasonable risk to a
navigable water of the United States property (including via storm water and groundwater).
An SPCC Plan details site oil storage, spill potential, and emergency response and
notification procedures. The SPCC Plan is required to be certified by a registered
Professional Engineer.

STORM WATER POLLUTION PREVENTION PLAN (SWPPP): As detailed in 40 CFR Part
122, sites that are required to have a storm water permit are also required to have SWPPPs
that detail hazardous substance exposed to storm water and controls to prevent releases.

UNDERGROUND STORAGE TANK: A tank or combination of tanks, including underground
pipes connected to the tank or tanks, which is, was, or may have been used to contain an
accumulation of hazardous substances, as defined in Part 211 of the State of Michigan
Natural Resources and Environmental Protection Act, 1994 Public Act 451, as amended.

UNPLUGGED ABANDONED WELL: A well which has not been used for one year or more.

WELL: As defined in the Michigan Water Well Construction and Pump Installation Code, Part
127, Act 368 of the Public Acts of 1978, as amended, and rules; or a permanent or temporary
opening in the surface of the earth for the purpose of removing water, or testing water
quality, or measuring water characteristics, or measuring liquid recharge, or measuring liquid
levels, or oil and gas exploration or production, or waste disposal, or dewatering purposes; or
geothermal heat exchange purposes, or a cistern of a depth of 4 feet or more and with a top
width of 12 inches or more.

WELLHEAD PROTECTION AREA: (WHPA) The area which has been approved by EGLE in
accordance with the State of Michigan Wellhead Protection Program, which represents the
surface and subsurface area surrounding a water well or well field, which supplies a public
water system, and through which contaminants are reasonably likely to move toward and
reach the water well or well field within a ten-year time of travel. Where the line defining
the WHPA intersects a parcel, the entire parcel shall be subject to this ordinance,

155.03 APPLICABILITY
Except as provided in Section 155.08, “EXEMPTIONS AND WAIVERS?”, this chapter applies
to all zoning permit requests within the WHPA for uses that generate, use or store hazardous

substances.

Sec. 155.04 PROHIBITIONS WITHIN TEN (10) YEAR TIME-OF-TRAVEL (TOT)
WELLHEAD PROTECTION AREA
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1. For any parcel of land in whole or in part, within a ten-year WHPA, the following activities
are prohibited at any location on the parcel:

Sec. 155.05 SITE PLAN REVIEW

I. SITE PLAN REVIEW PROCEDURES: Applications for projects subject to this Chapter
shall include the following information in addition to what is required under Chapter 154.

Existing and proposed land use deed restrictions, if any.

Location and outline of all existing septic tanks and drain fields.

Location of any floor drains in proposed structures on the site. The point of discharge for
all drains and pipes shall be specified on the site plan.

Location of existing and proposed public and private drinking water wells, monitoring
wells, irrigation wells, test wells, wells used for industrial processes or wells that have no
identified use.

Inventory of hazardous substances to be stored, used or generated on-site, including CAS
numbers.

Description and drawings showing size and location for any existing or proposed
aboveground and underground storage tanks, piping lines and dispensers.

Descriptions of type of operations proposed for the project and drawings showing size,
location, and description of any proposed interior or exterior areas of structures for
storing, using, loading or unloading of hazardous substances.

Reported delineation of areas on the site which are known or suspected to be
contarninated, together with a report on the status of cleanup or closure.

Completion of the EGLE Environmental Permits Checklist.

Sec. 155.06 CRITERIA FOR REVIEW

1. Review provided for in Sec. 155.05 will include:

a.

The project and related improvements shall be designed to protect land and water
resources from pollution, including pollution of soils, groundwater, rivers, streams, lakes,
ponds, and wetlands.

[f required by state or federal law, properties using hazardous substances are required to
have a Spill Prevention Control and Countermeasure (SPCC) Plan, a Pollution Incident
Prevention Plan (PIPP), and/or a Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP).
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Sites that at any time use, store or generate hazardous substances shall be designed to
prevent spills and unpermitted discharges to air, surface of the ground, groundwater,
lakes, streams, rivers or wetlands.

. Hazardous substances stored on the site before, during, or after site construction, shall be

stored in a location and manner designed to prevent spills and unpermitted discharges to
air, surface of the ground, groundwater, lakes, streams, rivers, or wetlands.

Secondary containment facilities shall be provided for aboveground storage of hazardous
substances in accordance with state and federal requirements. Aboveground secondary
containment facilities shall be designed and constructed so that the potentially polluting
material cannot escape from the unit by gravity through sewers, drains, or other means,
directly or indirectly into a sewer system, or to the waters of the State (including
groundwater).

Unplugged abandoned wells and cisterns shall be plugged in accordance with regulations
and procedures of the Michigan Department of Environmental Quality and the County
Health Department.

. Completion of the EGLE Environmental Permits Checklist.

Sec. 155.07 PROFESSIONAL REVIEW OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT

1.

Fees in Escrow for Professional Reviews: Any application for site plan approval as required
under this chapter may require the deposit of fees to be held in escrow in the name of the
applicant. An escrow fee shall be required by the Zoning Administrator unless waived by the
Zoning Administrator or the City Council. Waiver shall be based on a written conclusion
that there is no substantial information or analysis benefit to accrue as a result of the
application of this Section. An escrow fee may be requested to obtain a professional review
of any other project which may, at the discretion of the Zoning Administrator create an
identifiable and potentially negative impact on public infrastructure or services, or on
adjacent properties and because of which, professional input is desired before a decision to
approve, deny or approve with conditions is made.

a. The escrow shall be used to pay professional review expenses of engineers, community

planners, and any other professionals whose expertise the City values to review the
proposed application and/or site plan of an applicant. Professional review will result in a
report to the City indicating the extent of conformance or nonconformance with this
chapter and to identify any problems that may create a threat to public health, safety or
the general welfare. Mitigation measures or alterations to a proposed design may be
identified where they would serve to lessen or eliminate identified impacts. The
applicant will receive a copy of any professional review hired by the City and a copy of
the statement of expenses for the professional services rendered.

b. No application for approval for which an escrow fee is requested will be processed until

the escrow fee is deposited with the City Clerk. The amount of the escrow fee shall be
established based on an estimate of the cost of the services to be rendered by the
professionals contacted by the Building Official. The applicant is entitled to a refund of
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any unused escrow fees at the time a permit is either issued or denied in response to the
applicant's request.

If actual professional review costs exceed the amount of an escrow, the applicant shall
pay the balance due prior to receipt of any land use or other permit issued by the City in
response to the applicant's request.

Sec. 155.08 EXEMPTIONS AND WAIVERS

1. A limited exclusion from this chapter is hereby authorized as follows:

The site plan review criteria do not apply to hazardous substances packaged for personal
or household use or present in the same form and concentration as a product packaged for
use by the general public.

The site plan review requirements do not apply to products held in containers with a
volume of less than 40 gallons and packaged for retail use.

The total excluded substances containing hazardous substances may not exceed the lesser
of two hundred (200) gallons or one thousand (1,000) pounds at any time.

Substances in parked or stopped vehicle in transit, provided that a commercial vehicle is
stopped or parked for less than 72 hours;

Substances, such as gasoline or oil, in operable motor vehicles or boats if used solely for
the operation of the vehicle, but not the tanker portion of a tank truck.

Pressurized gases in storage tanks.

2. All parcels outside of the WHPA.

Sec. 155.09 ABANDONED OPERATIONS

1. This section applies to residences, businesses or other operations. Those who own or control
abandoned operations shall do the following:

a.

Within seven (7) days of becoming an abandoned operation, take such steps as necessary
to secure the site such that natural elements such as water, wind and ice or vandals and all
other persons cannot gain access to the hazardous substances.

Within thirty (30) days of becoming inactive, provide to the City Manager or their
designee, a document that identifies the site, the date of inactivity, the hazardous
substances that exist on site, and the name, address, and telephone number of both the
owner and the person in control of the site.

Within sixty (60) days of becoming inactive, remove all hazardous substances from the
site. This does not include those substances used for heating, cooling, and/or electrical
lighting.

Sec. 155.10 ENFORCEMENT

1. Whenever the City determines that a person has violated a provision of Section 155.09, the
City Manager or their designee shall issue a written Notice of Violation.
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The Notice shall be directed to the owner or party in interest of the building in whose name
the property appears on the last local tax assessment records of the City.

If abatement of a violation and/or restoration of affected property are required, the Notice
shall set forth a deadline by which such remediation or restoration must be completed. Said
Notice shall further advise that, should the responsible party fail to remediate or restore
within the established deadline, the work may be done by the City, with the expense thereof
charged to the property owner and possibly assessed as a lien against the property.

All Notices required by Sec. 155.10 shall be in writing and shall be served upon the person to
whom they are directed personally or in lieu of personal service, may be mailed by certified
mail, return receipt requested, addressed to the owner or party in interest at the address
shown on the tax records, at least ten days before the date of the hearing described in the
notice. If any person to whom a Notice is directed is not personally served, in addition to
mailing the Notice, a copy thereof shall be posted upon a conspicuous part of the building or
structure at least ten days prior to the hearing date.

Sec. 155.11 ABATEMENT/REMEDIAL ACTIVITIES

The City is authorized to take or contract with others to take reasonable and necessary
abatement or remedial activities whenever the City determines a violation of this chapter has
occurred and that the responsible party cannot or will not correct the violation in a timely
manner, or when no known responsible party exists. The responsible party shall reimburse
the City for all reasonable expenses thus incurred by the City . A lien may be placed on the
property for the reimbursement of all reasonable expenses to the extent permitted by law.

If the City desires the responsible party to reimburse it for reasonable abatement activity
expenses, the City shall, within ninety {90) days of the completion of said activities, mail to
that person a Notice of Claim outlining the expenses incurred, including reasonable
administrative costs, and the amounts thereof. The person billed shall pay said sum in full
within 30 days of receipt of the claim. If the person billed desires to object to all or some of
the amount sought by the City, said person may file, within the same thirty (30) day period, a
written objection so stating. The City shall, within thirty (30) days of its receipt of the
objection, provide an opportunity for the objecting party to present facts or arguments
supporting said objection. If the City determines that some or the entire amount originally
billed is appropriate, the person shall pay said sum within thirty (30) days of receipt of that
determination. If the amount due is not paid, the City may cause the charges to become a
special assessment against the property and shall constitute a lien on the property.

Sec. 155.12 INJUNCTIVE RELIEF

1.

If a person has violated or continues to violate the provisions of this chapter, the City may
petition the appropriate court for injunctive relief restraining the person from activities that
would create further violations, or compelling the person to perform necessary abatement or
remediation.
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Sec. 155.13 VIOLATIONS AND PENALTIES

1. Violation of this chapter shall be subject deemed a municipal civil infraction and a
responsible party shall be subject to such fines and costs as provided for in Section 10.21.

Sec. 155.15 APPEALS

1. Right of appeal. Any person has the right to appeal the basis for any charges, permits, orders,
or other action developed in accordance with this article. Appeals shall be directed to the City
Clerk along with any supporting documentation for amendment of the charges in question.
The sitting Zoning Board of Appeals is hereby designated to hear appeals regarding any
requirements of this Chapter. Any additional information that may be required to resolve the
appeal, as directed by the City Manager or their designee, shall be obtained by the user at his
expense.

2. Formal hearing,

a. Appeals from orders of the City Manager or their designee may be made within 30 days
from the date of any citation, order, charge, fee, surcharge, penalty or other action. The
appeal may be taken by any person aggrieved. The appellant shall file a written notice of
appeal with the City Clerk and with the Zoning Board of Appeals, specifying the grounds
therefor. Prior to a hearing, the City Manager or their designee shall transmit to the
Zoning Board of Appeals, a summary report of all previous action taken. The board of
appeals may, at its discretion, call upon the City Manager or their designee to explain the
action. The final disposition of the appeal shall be in the form of a resolution, either
reversing, modifying, or affirming, in whole or in part, the appealed decision or
determination.

b. The Zoning Board of Appeals shall fix a reasonable time for the hearing of the appeal,
give notice thereof to property owners within 300 feet of the affected parcel, and decide
the appeal within 45 days. Within the limits of its jurisdiction, the Zoning Board of
Appeals may reverse or affirm, in whole or in part, or may make such order,
requirements, decisions, or determination as, in its opinion, ought to be made in the case
under consideration, and to that end shall have all the powers of the official from whom
the appeal is taken using the following standards:

i. There is a hardship or unnecessary burden in compliance with the
ordinance;

ii. The applicant proposes alternate methods to protect the groundwater from
potential contamination by methods proven or engineered by a
professional acceptable to the Board.

c. The decision of the groundwater protection board of appeals shall be final.

3. Charges outstanding during appeal process. All charges for service, penalties, fees, or

surcharges outstanding during any appeal process shall be due and payable to the City. Upon
resolution of any appeal, the City shall adjust such amounts accordingly.
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4. Administrative action. If an informal or formal hearing is not demanded within the periods
specified in this section, the administrative action shall be deemed final. In the event either or
both hearings are demanded, the action shall be suspended until a final determination has
been made, except for immediate cease and desist orders or any emergency or judicial action.

5. Appeals from determinations of groundwater protection board of appeals. Appeals from the
determinations of the groundwater protection board of appeals may be made to the circuit
court for the county as provided by law. The appeals shall be governed procedurally by the
Administrative Procedures Act of 1969 (MCL 24.201 et seq.). All findings of fact, if
supported by the evidence, made by the board shall be conclusive upon the court.

Sec. 155.16 REMEDIES NOT EXCLUSIVE

1. The remedies listed in this chapter are not exclusive of any other remedies available under
any applicable federal, state, or local law, and it is within the discretion of the City to seek
cumulative remedies.

Sec. 155.17 CONFLICTING REGULATIONS

1. Whenever any provision of this chapter imposes more stringent requirements, regulations,
restrictions or limitations than are imposed or required by the provisions of any other law or
chapter, then the provisions of this chapter shall govern. Whenever the provisions of any
other law or chapter impose more stringent requirements than are imposed or required by this
title, then the provision of such chapter shall govern.

Section 2. Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective seven days after its
publication unless otherwise provided by law.

DESCRIPTION

The City Council appropriated $9,000 in the FY 19/20 budget for a holiday lighting services
contract expenditure. In the past, the city has contracted for the installation of holiday lights, with
a primary lighted snowflake motif, on Butler Street between Culver and ending at the Village
Square Park. The previous 3-year contract for this specific service with Chip’s Ground Cover (a
firm out of Holland MI) has expired. The previous contract was $9,923 annually ($29,769 for the
full term of 3 years). The DPW does not maintain the lights installed as part of the contract for
Butler Street.

The City DPW installs and maintains all other holiday lights in the city parks in the downtown
area and also installs lighted wreaths and garland on the major light poles in the downtown. The
DPW also assumed the responsibilities for the install and maintenance of the new portable holiday
trailer tree at the end of Butler Street the city purchased for $22,000 in 2018 ($17,485 was received
in donations towards the purchase). The DPW has 200 employee hours associated with holiday
lighting activities annually.

Below is an analysis of holiday lighting expenses annually:

*Butler Street Lighting Contract $9,923
*DPW Labor, Equipment, Product, Electricity $9,800
TOTAL $19,723

At the August g workshop meeting City Council discussed a proposal for lighting options that
was submitted by Chip’s Ground Cover. Council postponed any action until a working group of
individuals was organized by the Mayor to give a recommendation. The working group met on
September 4" and is recommending City Council adopt a budget amendment to increase the
holiday lighting contract expenditure from $9,000 to $15,000. If approved, the monies would be
appropriated from the general fund reserve balance.

A specific contract for specialized lighted services, similar to what was approved in the past with
Chip’s Ground Cover, would still need to come before Council for action as a budget amendment
does not authorize an expenditure.

The Allegan County Board of Commissioners was approached by Mr. RJ Peterson regarding
applying for a Michigan DNR grant pertaining to matters of the Kalamazoo Harbor. A copy of the
grant application and scope of work is attached to this memo for Council’s review. The project
was estimated at $160,000 total. The required local match of $80,000 was assumed to be split
between multiple entities. At a recent meeting in Allegan County I attended, it was discussed that
the scope and costs associated with the project might be prohibitive due to the limited budgets
many of the local governments have. [t was also discussed at that meeting that the sediment
contamination analysis was the most critical and was estimated to cost $50,000 ($25,000 local
match) to complete. Therefor if Allegan County, City of Saugatuck, City of the Village of Douglas,
Saugatuck Township, and the Saugatuck Area Chamber of Commerce were to share the match, each
would need to provide a commitment of $5,000.

Project Description and Needs Assessment:

Kalamazoo Lake and its multiple marinas are a critical component of the Saugatuck/Douglas
economic engine. Maintaining a healthy lake with sufficient water depth and water quality to
allow for unrestricted recreational boating opportunities throughout large parts of the lake is an
absolute necessity for the communities of Saugatuck and Douglas to maintain their status as a
go-to vacation destination. Kalamazoo Lake and its surrounding river system face a number of
challenges to this goal including sedimentation and potential PCB contamination. Much if not all
of these environmental challenges are a result of Kalamazoo River issues upstream of Saugatuck.
This is particularly true in respect to PCB contamination.

In order to ensure safe access to Kalamazoo Lake for recreational boaters, the Harbor Authority
of Saugatuck and other appropriate parties such as the State of Michigan and EPA need to revisit
a long term plan to maintain water depths and address any legacy PCB contamination. Scientists
and engineers assisted by students from Michigan Tech are well qualified to address this need
from an engineering and environmental perspective. This proposal addresses a set of key
observations and actions that are needed in order to create a long term management plan for
Kalamazoo Lake, the adjoining river and its marinas. These include the creation of updated lake
and river depth maps, modeling of sediment deposition into the lake, and analysis of sediment
contamination.

Updated depth maps for Kalamazoo Lake and the adjoining rivers are necessary for sailboats and
motor yachts in order to determine the navigable areas based on keel depth. Maps for Kalamazoo
Lake were created in 1997 and updated in 2018, but this update did not include several key
regions including the portion of the lake around Douglas (between 1-196 and the Blue Star
Bridge) and the stretch of the Kalamazoo River connecting Kalamazoo Lake to Lake Michigan.
These maps are also useful for creating “so what™ scenarios such as a decrease in water depth
based on climate modeling done by NOAA and the United States Army Corps of Engineers
(USACE). This allows for the assessment of navigable waters under different depth level
scenarios — for instance, if lake levels decrease by 3 feet, sailboats with a 6 foot keel would be
restricted to approximately 20% of the lake. These maps would also be useful to the general
public as indicators of shallow water areas. For example, water skiers are presently skiing in
waters less than 3 feet in depth which can prove dangerous. Maps of lake bottom roughness and
hardness (i.e., rocky or sandy), which can be created alongside the depth maps, also provide
useful information for recreational boaters and fishermen as well as for lake management
purposes. These maps provide information about the structure of the lake bottom which can



guide decisions regarding fishing or anchoring locations. They can also indicate where
sedimentation and erosion are more likely to occur which is important for boat navigability
within the lake and for guiding lake management decisions such as dredging.

Understanding where upstream sediment is being deposited within Kalamazoo Lake is also
relevant to the needs of recreational boaters. This deposition will decrease the water depth in
these parts of the lake, again restricting boat movement. The results of the proposed sediment
transportation model will also tell us where contaminated sediments will be deposited on the
bottom should they make it into Kalamazoo Lake. This knowledge will help focus management
decisions for maintaining the long term health of the lake and making it attractive to recreational
boaters and tourists.

Finally, an updated assessment of sediment contamination using sediment cores is necessary to
assess the severity of the contaminants that have been deposited in Kalamazoo Lake. This
assessment, last done in 2013, could confirm the hypothesis that current contaminant values in
the lake are low and that little new contamination is now occurring. This information is crucial
for recreational users of Kalamazoo Lake, including swimmers and water skiers as well as
fishermen consuming their catch from the lake.

Project Scope:

In order to formulate a long term plan to improve recreational boating facilities in Kalamazoo
Lake and harbor area, there are three main tasks consisting of several sub-tasks, each of which is
described below:

1) Generate Depth and Lake Bottom Maps
o Create updated depth maps for the Coral Gables to Lake Michigan part of the
river and the lake area around Douglas (between the I-196 bridge and the Blue
Star Bridge)
e Create updated depth maps for selected parts of Kalamazoo Lake to observe
sedimentation rates
e Create lake bottom hardness and roughness maps
e Creation and distribution of maps in paper and digital formats for use by
recreational boaters and parties responsible for lake management planning
2) Sediment Contamination Analysis
e 25 sediment cores (3ft long) will be extracted from the Lake and analyzed for
PCB and other contaminates
e The results will be compared to the historical coring data
o Sediment distributions of the coring material will also be performed to be used in
sediment transport calculations
3) Sediment Deposition Modeling
e Sediment particle size and currents data will be used to identify where sediments
are being deposited and where erosion is occurring within the waterway
® The modeling will be done for high, low and moderate flow regimes

The estimated cost for each observation or modeling component is presented below:

2. Sediment Contamination Analysis: $60,000

3. Sediment Deposition Modeling $75,000

planning activities.

Task 1- Generate Depth and Lake Bottom Maps

T1-1) Depth measurements collected from Kalamazoo Lake.

T1-2) Depth Map in digital format of Coral Gables to Lake Michigan.
T1-3) Depth Map in digital format of lake area from Blue Star Bridge to 1-196 bridge.

T1-4) Depth change map in a select part of the main lake to show potential sedimentation.

T1-5) Hardness and Roughness maps in digital format of the new surveyed areas.




Task 2- Sediment Contamination Analysis

Deliverables:
T2-1) Extract from the lake bottom 25 sediment cores of approximately 3 ft. in length.
T2-2) Analyze the cores for PCB and other contaminants as well as sediment size distribution.

T2-3) Input the resuits into the database to enhance interpretation and visualization.
Task 3- Sediment Deposition Modeling

Deliverables:

T3-1) Utilize currents and sediment size distribution data to identify erosion and deposition
areas within the lake and river system.

T3-2) Report summarizing these findings will be generated and presented to the stakeholders.

Expected Project Products

Included below are example products that were created for Kalamazoo Lake in 2018 for the
improvement of recreational boating. These products will also be generated as part of this
proposed project for the adjoining river areas upstream and downstream of Kalamazoo Lake.
These include an updated depth map, roughness (rugosity) and hardness maps, and a depth map
where 4ft of water depth was removed to show how an island would form in the Lake and much
of the lake would not be usable by large yachts that require a 4 ft. draft.

Re: Water & Lucy Street Flooding

We have reviewed the possibility of raising the intersection of Water & Lucy Streets to
alleviate flooding from elevated Kalamazoo River levels that has been an ongoing issue in
2019. We offer the following:

1. To maintain road drainage on Water Street, approximately 150-175 feet would need to
be reconstructed (replacement of curb & guiter, asphalt pavement and grave! base)
from Lucy Street to midway between Lucy and Spears Street. The Lucy Street
intersection would need to be raised approximately 18 inches to adequately redirect
surface water to the south. Similarly, raising the intersection would require
reconstruction of Lucy Street from Water Street to Butler Street, approximately 200 feet.
We estimate the cost to reconsiruct approximately 350 feet of roadway itself (curb to
curb) to be on the order of $100,000.

2. Raising the roadway will obviously impact other features in and adjacent to the right of
way — drainage, sidewalks, parking, etc. Typically, roads are designed so property on
either side drains to the road. The storm sewer system would need to be expanded
fairly substantially to provide drainage for areas that currently drain toward the road. By
raising the road, many sidewalks and driveways would be reversed to slope away from
the road, thereby trapping water behind the curbs. We would recommend budgeting an
additional $100,000 for grading, storm sewer improvements, sidewalk and driveway
replacement, etc. The expanded storm sewer system will have increased maintenance
implications, even after the water level returns to more historically normal conditions. It
is likely easements and/or grading permits would be required to accomplish the
drainage work cutside the road, and associated costs are not included here.

3. Grading associated with raising the road will most likely require removal of mature trees
and landscaping in the area.
