City Managers Report — Highlights October 11", 2021

Clerk Position

Interviews were conducted the week of the 4 by city staff. I'm pleased with the slate of
candidates and a decision should be made on making an offer by October 15%,

Pop-up Patios & Social Districts

Pop-ups

Staff plans to host an informational meeting regarding Pop-Up patios in the coming weeks. This
will be one of the last steps before presenting feedback and recommendations to Council.

Social District

The city has partnered with Saugatuck High School to help construct bag toss for the Social
District gathering space. Lights in Wick’s Park have been installed. Additional signage being
crated to explain the Social District and games.

Traffic Light Study by Allegan County Road Commission for Blue Star Highway

Allegan County Road Commission has commenced a study for traffic light warrants and
potential need (Lake Street and Allegan). Study anticipated to be complete by the end of
calendar year.

Radar Signs

Radar sign on Blue Star Highway was to be installed on Blue Star Highway, we were late in
receiving it, and have decided to hold off until spring. Solar panels installed at existing radar
signs. All signs will soon be decommissioned for winter.

Oval Beach Staffing and operations

Beach erosion barriers being installed.

Department of Public Works (DPW) Staff

Staff is excited to have the capacity to attend to detail landscape work after their busy summer.
Proposals are being sought for landscape improvements at Village Square along with the Rose
Garden. They have made cosmetic repairs to the Wicks Park Gazebo until such time more
substantial improvements can be made. Decommissioning of restrooms at Oval Beach and Wicks
Park will begin next week, port-o-lets will remain late into the season. Holiday decorations will
be the next order of business which consumes about three (3) weeks of staff time.



Blue Star Trail Update

Grant proposal being finalized by C2AE. The Committee work is on pause for the moment until
such time that further design recommendations are required.

Dune Ridge Waterfront Update

Due to pending/potential litigation, Council will discuss in Closed Session.

Road resurfacing (and utility) projects

Campbell Road — On your agenda.
Mill Street- Engineer working with A1 Asphalt and DPW to schedule milling.

Maple Street- Maple street is in need of resurfacing. However, there are three infrastructure
improvement projects that should coincide with the repairs, which include:

e Elevating Maple Street at the intersection of North Street, including the potential for
adding culverts.

e Stormwater Improvements at Maple and Mason Street, addressing a resident concern that
increased water runoff is causing erosion issues in an adjacent creek.

e Water service investigation and replacement.

Given the number of infrastructure improvements needed, this looks to be a spring 22 project.

Park Street- The road survey has been complete for months. I anticipate that staff and Council
will be prepared to re-start the conversations on the Park Street project scope in the winter
months. Water service investigations and potential replacement will become a large part of the
project scope.

Butler/Hoffman Street sanitary project- Design is underway to connect a number of
businesses to the sanitary system. The four affected property owners will be contacted next week
and permitting to be submitted.

Milfoil update

Staff will bring recommendation on treatment and billing methodology during the winter
months.

AT&T & Verizon Cellular Facilities

The city continues active conversations with AT& T as they continue their structural review of
the Mt. Baldhead Tower for cellular use (inside existing dome). The Verizon permits for small
cell technology have been provided to legal counsel for review, please anticipate seeing the
permits on an upcoming agenda. Placement recommendations are being reviewed by Verizon.

City Hall Office Space

New office furniture and layout remains under review, looking forward to this winter project.

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Summary of Incidents
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September saw a new record high for call volume. Our total was 93. Year to date
was 730 calls or a 14% increase compared to the same period as last year. How-
ever, we are still 12 calls, or 1.6%, behind 2019 at the end of September.

Our response time for August compares to July and August at 5:22. September
showed 63 emergent calls (lights and siren) another high number compared to
previous months and years.

Sunday is now the busy day compared to the rest of the week with 113 calls fol-
lowed by Monday and Tuesday, a different weekend pattern that we have seen in
other years where it was Friday-Sunday that showed the most calls. The hours
from 10AM-9PM count for the busy time of the day, this reflects our usual statistic
from previous years.

27 overlapping calls continued a slight decrease compared to July and August.

Type of calls saw an increase of EMS (medical); this category counts for 73% of
our volume for September. Usually, we hover around 60% of our calls but now
we are pushing 75% of our total. The typical EMS call is falls at home or at side-
walks 82 such incidents, or 17.5%, reported this year followed by general sick-
ness at 63 or 13.4% of all EMS calls.

Total September MVIs (motor vehicle incidents, i.e., crashes) are at 4 incidents, a
match of 2020, compared to 8 in 2019. We had two more incidents at Old Allegan
Road and Blue Star Highway (AKA “crash corner”), a two-vehicle collision and
another bike versus SUV. Please take note that as of 09/30/21, MVI's are up to a
total of 63 incidents, or 43% increase. At 63 MVI’s, we are only 12 incidents
under the 75 MVIs for the 2019 year-end.

Marine response slowed down with 2 incidents in September, one was a special
event and the other were an assist to Saugatuck City. 24 incidents so far this year
and 179 since we started recording these incidents in greater detail in 2011

Location of calls shows Township counts for 43%, compared to Douglas at 26 and
Saugatuck City at 31%.

Rich and Ryan,

We have reviewed the bids received on September 28, 2021 for the Campbell Road Improvements
project and summarized them in the attached spreadsheet. A total of four bids were received, and the
low bid was below our Engineer’s Estimate for the project. During the bidding period, availability of
water main materials (especially the ductile iron pipe) was a common concern amongst the bidders, and
the risk associated with that is likely one of the reasons for the significant spread between the high and
low bids. During the bidding period, we indicated that the interim completion date of December 17, 2021
for water main construction was flexible if material shortage was an issue, however the overall
substantial completion date of May 26, 2022 and final completion date of June 9, 2022 were firm
(subject to normal time extension per the contract, if appropriate).

The low bid was submitted by Southwest Transport Company (SWTCO) of Hartford, Michigan in the
amount of $730,263.75 (after correcting for a minor math error and adjusting for a material
miscommunication). SWTCO has successfully completed several smaller projects for the City of
Saugatuck (most recently the drainage improvements at 700 Manchester Drive and various flooding
mitigation improvements at the Water & Lucy Street intersection). SWTCO performed well for the City
on those projects, and was thus one of the contractors we reached out to directly with the Advertisement
for Bids for this project. While SWTCO has not completed a project of this magnitude for either City,
they provided references for projects of comparable size and scope. We followed up with their
references, and one was mixed but all others were positive. We also followed up with SWTCO directly
to confirm that they are comfortable with their bid amount, given the spread between the low bid and
second low bid, which they did.

Based on the above, we recommend an award to Southwest Transport Company in the amount of
$730,263.75. Based on the unit prices in low bid, the estimated breakdown between the Cities is
$319,123.75 for the City of Saugatuck and $411,140.00 for the City of the Village of Douglas. The
breakdown will be “trued up” based on the actual quantities used during construction. The breakdown is
based on the following methodology, as discussed previously:

We would traditionally recommend that a community budget 5-10% for construction contingencies at this
stage in the project. Given the difference between the low bid and our estimate, we would recommend
increasing that to 10-20%.

Home heating sticker shock:

New York (CNN Business) Americans should brace for sticker shock on home
heating costs as temperatures drop this fall and winter.

Prices for natural gas, the most common way to heat homes and a leading fuel
source for generating electricity, have surged more than 180% over the past 12
months to $5.90 per million British thermal units. Natural gas hasn't been this
expensive since February 2014.

The risk is that an early winter or extremely cold fall temperatures will force
households to crank up the heat. That would further shrink the nation's below-
average stockpiles of natural gas and could lift prices even higher.

"If we get an early frost, it could get ugly. It could get ugly fast," said Robert
Yawger, director of energy futures at Mizuho Securities.

The natural gas spike is exacerbating the United States' first brush with
inflation in more than a dozen years. Families are already dealing with surging
prices on everything from_used cars and gasoline to bacon.

The inflation surge is forcing the Federal Reserve to consider curtailing its
ongoing support of the economy and leading some moderate lawmakers to
question the need for the White House's ambitious spending plans. Meanwhile
the energy crunch is making global investors nervous about economic growth
and high prices.

"This would be bad enough even in normal times. But now there is this general
fear about inflation," said Robert McNally, president of consulting firm Rapidan
Energy Group.

About half of US households use natural gas for home and water heating,
according to the US Energy Information Administration.

The American Gas Association, which represents natural gas utilities like Con
Edison, noted that "natural gas utility customers are not paying the day-to-day
prices for natural gas that we see in the headlines," spokesperson Jake Rubin
said in a statement.

That's because, AGA stressed, its members buy gas through long-term
contracts that lock in prices and shield customers from some of the volatility.
Rubin added that utilities augment winter supplies with storage of gas
purchased months earlier.

'‘Disastrous’ gas crisis in Europe

The natural gas situation is far worse overseas: Europe and Asia are grappling
with crippling increases in natural gas prices and shortages that have forced
blackouts, shutdowns of factories and cast a shadow over the economic
recoveries there.

"It's disastrous," McNally said.

Soaring natural gas prices forced a major US fertilizer maker to halt operations
in the United Kingdom. Fearing food shortages from a lack of carbon dioxide
production, the UK government stepped in to bail out the American company.

The impact in the United States is blunted by the fact that the nation is
the world's leading producer of natural gas, a benefit of the shale boom that
unlocked an abundance of cheap gas. In fact, the United States is a major
exporter of natural gas.

"There's no way we're running out of natural gas. We're going to survive,"
Yawger said.

Supply can't catch up with demand

So why have natural gas prices gone up so sharply? The central problem is that
while economic activity bounced back, natural gas production did not. That
means demand is coming back faster than supply, forcing prices to go higher.

After years of losing money, natural gas producers have been cautious about
ramping up production. Storage levels in the Lower 48 US states are slightly
below normal, according to the US Energy Information Administration.

Demand was further boosted by heatwaves across the country this summer.
Hot temperatures drove up air conditioning usage and electricity demand.

Natural gas is the leading fuel source for the US power grid, supplying 40% of
utility-scale electricity generation, according to the EIA.

The situation has been exacerbated by unplanned production outages in
Norway and Russia as well as by Hurricane Ida, which knocked offline the vast
majority of the Gulf of Mexico's oil and gas production.

'Perfect storm’

US supplies have been whittled down further by strong demand from overseas
amid high international prices. US exports of liquefied natural gas are expected
to average 9.6 billion cubic feet per day this year, up 48% from a year ago,
according to the EIA.

And then there's the role of hedge funds and other big money traders on Wall
Street. Yawger said speculators jumped in to bid natural gas prices higher when
they realized storage levels were unusually low.

"It's been a perfect storm, with specs jumping in to take full advantage of this.
It's spec nirvana," he said.

The good news is that some on Wall Street argue the natural gas spike may be
getting out of hand.

Last week, Bank of America wrote that the winter risk premium built into natural
gas prices has "reached excessive levels." The bank expects natural gas prices
to drop during the final three months of the year and go lower next year.

The energy transition won't be easy

The natural gas price spike comes at a tricky time for governments around the
world. Not only are they dealing with elevated inflation, global leaders are also
trying to transition away from fossil fuels.

Environmental groups want to ban oil and gas fracking to prevent emissions
from warming the planet. At least four countries in the Europe Union have
enacted plans to end domestic fossil fuel production by 2050, according to IHS
Markit.

President Joe Biden has set a target of carbon-free electricity generation by
2035, an ambitious goal that would require a dramatic shift away from natural
gas and coal to solar and wind.

Today's high energy prices are a painful reminder of how addicted the world
economy remains to fossil fuels — and how difficult, and potentially unpopular,
it will be to wean off them.
